The Talmud is a basis of 

Jewish Law. The Talmud 

consists of the Mishnah and 

Gemara. The Written and 

Oral Torahs was handed 

down through the successive 

generations from the time of 

Moses.  

The Talmud is divided into 6 

seders (orders) containing 39 

different tractates.

The Mishnah was transmit-

ted to Moshe Rabbenu 

(Moses our Teacher) from G

-d at Mount Sinai at the time 

that the Written Torah was 

transmitted. The Mishnah 

was kept in the oral tradition 

until it was written down in 

the time of Rabbi Judah the 

Holy (aka Rabbi Judah the 

Prince) ca. 130-220CE. It 

was written down to help 

ensure that in the time of 

duress and danger that it 

would survive. The Mishnah 

is divided into established 

law and rejected law.
