Abraham was born under the 

name Abram in the city of 

Ur of the Chaldees to Terah, 

an idol merchant. From his 

early childhood, he ques-

tioned the faith of his father 

and sought the truth. He 

came to believe that the en-

tire universe was the work of 

a single Creator, and he be-

gan to teach this belief to 

others.  

 

Eventually, the one true 

Creator that Abram had wor-

shipped called to him, and 

made him an offer: if Abram 

would leave his home and 

his family, then G-d would 

make him a great nation and 

bless him. Abram accepted 

this offer, and the b'rit 

(covenant) between G-d and 

the Jewish people was estab-

lished.  

It is believed that Abraham 

instituted the tradition of 

Shacharit (morning) prayers.
