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Repentance in Judaism
known as teshuva liferally
"return"), is the way of aton-
ing for sin in Judaism.

According to Jewish prac-
tice, if someone commits a
sin, a forbidden act, he can
be forgiven for that sin if he
performs teshuvawhich
includes:

*confessing the sin;

*if the sin was committed
against another person, ask-
ing that person's forgiveness;
*ceasing to commit the sin;
*regretting the sin;

*firmly resolving never to
repeat the sin.

The first, third, fourth and
fifth stages are "before God"
and are the standard process
of teshuvaa matter to be
dealt with between the sinner
and God. But if someone has
committed a crime against
another person to achieve
atonement he must first ask
the wronged person for for-
