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Mishnah

Rejected law is a side of
the argument that was
recorded but rejected as
law. Before the study of
Torah a brocha
(blessing) is said in
which the person thanks
G-d for giving the Jews
Torah. There have been
many rabbis who have
written commentaries
on the Talmud. Any
complete study of the
Torah needs to include
some commentary from
these Sages.

The Mishnah was trans-
mitted to Moshe Rabbenu
(Moses our Teacher) from
G-d at Mount Sinai at the
time that the Written To-
rah was transmitted. The
Mishnah was kept in the
oral tradition until it was
written down in the time
of Rabbi Judah the Holy
(aka Rabbi Judah the
Prince) ca. 13@20CE.

It was written down to
help ensure that in the
time of duress and danger
that it would survive. The
Mishnah is divided into
established law and re-
jected law. Established
law is the law that was
given directly from Moshe
Rabbenu who received it
directly from Gd.

The Mishnah is divided
into six seders (orders).

Seder Zeraim("The
Order of Seeds™ agri-

Order of Festivals")

Seder Nashim("The
Order of Women"}
