Anti-Semitism is prejudice 

against or hostility to-

wards Jews, often rooted 

in hatred of their ethnic 

background, culture, or 

religion. While the term's 

etymology might suggest 

that anti-Semitism is di-

rected against all Semitic 

peoples, since the term 

was invented it has been 

used to refer exclusively to 

hostility toward Jews. In 

its extreme form, it 

"attributes to the Jews an 

exceptional position 

among all other civiliza-

tions, defames them as an 

inferior group and denies 

their being part of the na-

tion[s]" in which they re-

side.  

The term anti-Semitism 

was coined by Wilhelm  

Marr in 1879. While 

both Arabs and Jews 

are Semites, the term 

anti-Semitism is spe-

cific to Jews - meaning 

Jew-hatred. Marr used 

the term to make Jew-

hatred seem rational 

and scientifically-based.  

Anti-Semitism may be 

manifested in many 

ways, ranging from 

individual expressions 

of hatred and discrimi-

nation against individ-

ual Jews to organized 

violent attacks by mobs 

or even state police or 

military attacks on en-

tire Jewish communi-

ties. Extreme instances 

of persecution include 

the First Crusade of 

1096, the expulsion 

from England in 1290, 

the Spanish Inquisi-

tion, the expulsion 

from Spain in 1492, 

the expulsion from 

Portugal in 1497, vari-

ous pogroms, the 

Dreyfuss Affair, and 

perhaps the most infa-

mous, the Holocaust 

under Adolf Hitler's 

Nazi Germany.

ñStaying Jewish and Surviving College was written to help students adjust to the many changes they experience in the college envi-

ronment. The book is short, to the point, and humorous.ò 

1. Moses received the Torah from Sinai and transmitted it to Joshua; Joshua to the elders; the elders to the prophets; and the prophets 

handed it down to the men of the Great Assembly.  They said three things: Be deliberate in judgment, raise up many disciples, and 

make a fence around the Torah.   

2. Shimon the Righteous was one of the last survivors of the Great Assembly.  He used to say: On three things the world is sustained: 

on the Torah, on the (Temple) service, and on deeds of loving kindness.  

3. Antigonus of Socho received the Torah from Shimon the Righteous. He used to say: Be not like servants who minister unto their 

master for the sake of receiving a reward, but be like servants who serve their master not upon the condition of receiving a reward; 

and let the fear of Heaven be upon you.  

4. Yosi ben Yoezer of Tzeredah and Yosi ben Yochanan of Jerusalem received the Torah from them. Yosi ben Yoezer of Tzeredah 

said: Let your house be a meetinghouse for the sages and sit amid the dust of their feet and drink in their words with thirst.  

5. Yosi ben Yochanan of Jerusalem said: Let your house be wide open and let the poor be members of thy household; and do not talk 

much with women. This was said about one's own wife; how much more so about the wife of one's neighbor. Therefore the sages 

have said: He who talks too much with women brings evil upon himself and neglects the study of the Torah and will in the end in-

herit Gehenna.  

6. Joshua ben Perachyah and Nittai the Arbelite received the Torah from them. Joshua ben Perachyah said: Provide for yourself a 

teacher and get yourself a friend; and judge every man towards merit.  

7. Nittai the Arbelite said: Keep far from an evil neighbor and do not associate with the wicked; and do not abandon belief in retribu-

tion.  

8. Judah ben Tabbai and Shimon ben Shetach received the Torah from them. Judah ben Tabbai said: Do not make yourself like those 

that present before judges. When parties to a Torah suit are standing before you they should be in your eyes as wicked men, but when 

they have departed from they should be in your eyes as innocent, if they have accepted the verdict.  

9. Shimon ben Shetach said: Examine the witnesses diligently and be cautious in your words lest through them they learn to falsify.
